•	 If applying a finish, for best results coat all six sides 
before installation.

•	 New cedar products that are going to be finished 
should be protected from the weather before finish 
has been applied.

•	 Allow product to acclimatize to the environment 
where it will be installed to avoid unwanted shrinkage 
or expansion.
